data repositories.
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In addition, as a climate-related
effort, we recognize that the PGTF is
discussing ways to reduce nat cat
protection gaps. Global sharing of
good practices of concrete multi-
stakeholder actions is one of the

important initiatives of the 1AIS.

What characterizes these risks is
that they are highly dependent on
the IT industry and system vendors.
It is essential to ensure close
collaborating between government
agencies and policymakers
overseeing these industries and
insurance supervisors. The IAIS
should focus on collaboration and
coordination with relevant
international organizations,
standard-setters and policymakers.

When considering the introduction of
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regulation, we ask that the IAIS
continue to take into account the
characteristics of and burdens on
the insurance industry, and to
prevent supervision and regulation
from becoming one-size-fits-all and

inflexible.
